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Guidance on Publication or Presentation of Results of VA Research


· There are a number of local and nationwide requirements that authors must address when publishing research that was funded by VA or that used VA resources. Much of this information is covered in VHA Handbook 1200.19, “Presentation of Research Results”, the VA ORD Publication Notification webpage, and VAMHCS local policy 512-135-016. “Research Publicity Policy”

· The R&D Service has developed a checklist that should be used as a guide for meeting the requirements of this process (“Checklist for Publishing or Presenting VA Research”, attached).  The Publications-Presentation Checklist is divided into three parts: 
· What to do BEFORE submitting to a journal or conference,
· When to submit to the journal or conference, and
· What to do AFTER acceptance by the journal or conference.
The Publications-Presentation Checklist should be used by the VAMHCS author to document that all requirements have been met.

· Before submitting to a journal or conference:
· Read the resources stated in Bullet 1 above.
· Follow guidelines for authorship and acknowledgement of VA employment and research support.
· Include the Department of Veterans Affairs / US Government disclaimer.
· Link to clinicaltrials.gov.
· Notify the Deputy ACOS/R&D Service.
· Complete VA Form 0940 and VA Form 0897 (as applicable).
· Make arrangements for reimbursements for your travel to a conference well in advance of the travel. 
· Make arrangements for publication fees.
· Make arrangements with VAMHCS Medical Media Service
· The R&D Service notifies the VAMHCS Chief of Staff and VAMHCS Public Relations Service, as applicable. 
The Publications-Presentation Checklist contains details on how to accomplish these tasks.

· After applicable issues in Part 1 are resolved, submit the manuscript/presentation to the journal/conference.

· AFTER acceptance by the journal or conference:
· Deposit your manuscript into PubMed Central if the study was VA-funded.
· Notify VHA ORD through PubTracker.  This applies to all publications or presentations – even if non-VA funded!
· Notify VAMHCS R&D Service. 
· The R&D Service notifies the VAMHCS Chief of Staff and VAMHCS Public Relations Service, as applicable.
